ZEV Zero Emission Vehicle Purchase

recommendations to apply for a grant to purchase Two (2) ZEV Zero Emission Vehicles. Should the grant be approved by the FAA, the Authority will purchase the vehicles locally from Pilson Auto. 
The Ford Electric Pick-Up trucks will come with the installation of radios, strobe lights and charging units that are all included in the purchase price. 

Cost of the Vehicles will be $166,000.00. The Grant would cover $149,400.00 leaving the Authority with a purchase price of $16,600.00
