The scope of work 



would include the removal of the existing roof, repair and/or replacement



of decking as needed (at an additional cost), installation of new fiberglass 



base sheeting, and a new bitumen roof with silver coating. The roof would



come with a 10-year warranty. Work would be performed by Drake 


Brothers of Charleston, Illinois. Estimate is $19,200.00. This would be 



paid from the Capital Account.

Aviation Fuel Tax Refund
The Authority received $65,157.00. Final paperwork is in process. 
Coles Moultrie Electric Co-op Load Sharing

Fiber Installation
