What to Bring to School

Preschool Students:

e Preakfast is optional

e A healthy, [ow-sugar or no sugar lunch in a lunchbox. We provide morhing and
afternoon Shack.

e If needed: pull-ups with the VelCro opening on the side for potty training. Also
include diaper Cream and wipes.

e Two Changes Of Clothing in a large plastiC bag with the student’s hame Clearly written
on it.

e A picture of the family, pets, relatives and/or favorite things

(Please note that pacifiers and bottles are not allowed in the preschool. e work one-on-one with children who need help with this
transition. Also, heaVvily sugared foods such as cookies and Candies are against sChool poliCy and should be left at home.)

Infant Center Students (Infant Room 1 ¢ 2):

e Milk, formula, baby food or food that you would like us to feed your child
e TPottles or Sippy Cups

e A bib and two changes of clothing

o A fitted Crib sheet

e Diapers, wipes and Cream

e A picture of the family, pets, relatives and/or favorite things

Infant Center Students (Toddler Room):

e [unch Bag containing: all Sippy Cups, Snacks, lunch and milk (If family provided.)

o All family provided: milk, food and snacks should be brought daily. Do not [eave at
school.

e [unch must be preheated and stored in a thermos Or able to be served without
heating.

e 1% milk, mornhing snaCk and afternoon snack is provided by sChool. If you want to
provide your own milk please bring in a thermos.

e TWO (2) Sippy cups. QOne Sippy Cup is for milk ahd onhe for water. Please no bottles.

o TPlease bring a bowl, plate, washable bib, and eating utensils (all labeled with your
child’s hame) to keep ih the Classroom.

e TWO (2) Changes of Clothing

e A fitted Crib sheet and blanket

e Diapers, wipes ahd Cream

o A gallon-sized ZiploC bags box to send soiled clothes home

e A piCture of the family, pets, relatives and/or favorite things.
