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ADMISSION AND GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Applicants for admission must possess a High School Diploma, High school Equivalency or GED to be considered eligible for admission to the program. All applicants must achieve a minimum passing score of 23 on the school’s entrance exam. Classes are taught in English. The student must demonstrate the ability to read and write in standard English.
GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
Students must complete all areas of the program with a cumulative GPA of 75% or better and satisfactorily complete the externship program in an approved medical facility. In addition, students must satisfy all of their financial obligations to the school to receive their certificates.

PROGRAM OPPORTUNITIES
Provide training on the basic knowledge and skills for individuals interested in a career as a Medical Assistant with Limited Permit X-Ray Technician. A certificate will be awarded to students who successfully complete the requirements of the program. Students who are enrolled in the program are admitted with the goal of obtaining a State of California Limited Permit X-Ray Technician License.
PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
Hours of Instruction provided: 1320
Outside Preparation Hours: 303
Weeks of Instruction: 60 Quarter Credits: 83.5
Didactic courses are taught in a Hybrid format and Lab Classes are in residence at the school site.
Students are required to complete numerous classroom quizzes, laboratory procedures, hands on positioning and homework assignments.
Additionally, students will be required to take the midterm and final exams, show proficiency in positioning as well as competency in back-office medical assisting skills.
The MA/LPXT externship will begin in the 3rd Quarter when the student demonstrates basic knowledge and skills necessary to begin taking radiographs. The LPXT extern consists of documented proof of 50 Chest Exams, 50 Upper Extremity, 50 Lower Extremity and 200 Torso- Skeletal exams.
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
