 Parent/Provider Contract & Service Agreement

1.  Childcare services will be provided by Red Bluff Kids Inc. Daycare for (name of child)

beginning on _________________________.  All crafts, activities and meals are included.

2. Parent agrees that a 3 week trial period will be in effect starting on the first day of care.  During
this period either party may choose to discontinue services without written notice.  Parent will only 
be charged for the week(s) the child was in attendance.

3.  Parent agrees to review paid holidays in Parent Handbook.  No childcare service will be 

provided on those days.  If it happens where the holiday falls on a Saturday the center will be 
closed the Friday before and if it falls on a Sunday the center will be closed the Monday.  There is
NO reduction in tuition for these holidays.  No Exceptions Can Be Made.
4.  The fee for childcare will be $___________per week payable on the first day of service being

provided.  Parent agrees childcare fees are due regardless of attendance.  Tuition payments are due 
by close of business Every Monday.
5.  Parent agrees to pay an enrollment fee of $50.00 payable within the first week of care.  Parent 

understands the enrollment fee is nonrefundable.

6.  Parent agrees to pay $50.00 plus the value of the NSF Check, and additional costs incurred, if
a check is returned to Provider.  There after payments will be money order.
7.  Parent will pay late fee of $35.00 if payment is not received by 6:00PM on the due date 

(Monday).  Parent agrees that if payment is not received within 3 days at drop off time, including 
all late fees; the child will not be accepted into care.  Parent agrees that if 7 days passes without 

payment made or arrangements being discussed and agreed to by Provider, childcare services will 

be terminated and the collection’s process begun.  Parent agrees to pay all costs associated with 

collection of any unpaid debt to Provider.
8.  Parent understands that if the child remains at the center past 6:00PM closing time a $5.00 per 

minute late fee will be enforced.  This center is licensed to be open from 6:30AM to 6:00PM only.
9.  Parent agrees to provide 2 weeks notice prior to any vacation time.  Parent agrees to pay 

childcare fees to hold child’s position during any vacation time or extended leave due to illness, 

etc.  One week vacation is allowed each child per enrollment year (infants do not qualify) for 
vacation without fee.  In cases of all other absences FULL payment must be received whether or 
not child attends.  

10.  Parent and Provider agree to provide 2-week notice of termination of the Childcare Contract.
Parent agrees that if 2 weeks notice is not given to Provider prior to withdrawal of the child 
From Kids Inc. , the final 2 weeks fees will still be payable to Provider.  Provider has the right
to terminate a contract without notice in the case of harm to other children or a dangerous situation 
due to that child has caused intentionally or other wise. 

11.  Parent agrees to complete all forms required and given by Kids Inc.  Parent agrees to update 

personal information as it occurs.  Parent understands that child cannot remain in care without 
proper documentation on file.  Incomplete forms, shot records, or personal information is violation 
of this contract.

12.  Parent agrees to provide sleep mats, a pillow and blanket for the child’s rest period.  All items 
must be labeled with child’s name and torn mats replaced as necessary.  Blankets and pillows will 
be sent home on Friday to be cleaned or washed.

13.  Parent understands that state licensing requires the child to wear the name of the center and the
center’s phone number when participating on field trips.  Parent agrees to purchase a T-shirt for the
child’s outings.  Notice will be provided in advance when these events will occur.

14.  Parent agrees to provide all supplies request by Provider.  Parent understands if required items 
are not supplied, they will be purchased by Kids Inc. and Parent will reimburse Provider 
accordingly.  These include infant supplies if applicable, school supplies & occasional field trips.

15.  Parent agrees to pay a no call fee of $35.00 when they fail to call Kids Inc. when their child 

does not need after school pick-up for any reason as stated in the parent handbook.

**I urge you to thoroughly read the contract/handbook and realize that it is legal and you will be held liable for each item of the contract.  

By signing it, you are accepting it in all it’s terms.

I have read the Kids Inc. Parent Handbook and contract and will comply with all provisions contained therein.  This contract is in effect until a change is mutually agreed upon in writing or upon termination of care.  Both parties agree to cooperate and work together on behalf of the child and accept this agreement as a binding contract.  This contract is subject to review and renewal every year.  Any changes made by the Provider to the terms of the contract must be made on the renewal date unless mutually agreed to before hand by the Provider and Parents or Guardians who are parties to this contract.  Otherwise, this contract will remain in effect until the renewal date or upon termination of care as set forth herein.
