Application Deadline: December 31, 2025
The Iowa Water Well Association is a non-profit association, incorporated in the State of Iowa. The Association does not discriminate regardless of race, color, creed, religion, national origin, sex, age, disability or ethnicity. Applications for the Iowa Water Well Association Scholarship are considered based on information provided by the applicant not by association to any company, individual or affiliation.  

To be eligible for consideration by the Iowa Water Well Association Scholarship Selection Committee:
· Applicant must be enrolled full-time in a college, university or trade school. Full time = 12 credit hours per quarter or semester. 
· Scholarships are not awarded until student verifies completion of the first quarter or semester. Transcripts with a letter of notice must be sent to IWWA Headquarters for validation. Enrollment is confirmed by IWWA staff before scholarship awards are mailed to the school.)
· Applicant must be employed by an IWWA member firm or related to an employee of an IWWA member firm.
· Application must be typed (no exceptions).
· Application must be submitted with letters of recommendation from your most recent employer, IWWA sponsor and academic advisor or counselor.
· Application must be submitted school transcript for classes completed through August 31, 2023.
· Application must be complete when submitted. Incomplete applications or applications not containing all supporting information will not be considered.
· Applicants are eligible to receive an IWWA scholarship a maximum of two scholastic years.
· Deadline: Applications must be postmarked and returned to the IWWA Office by December 31, 2025.
· Scholarship applications are judged in January each year. 
· Scholarship recipients will be notified of scholarships in February each year.
· Scholarship awards will be sent to recipient’s college/university in February/March
